12 When they were few in number, * 

    of little account, and sojourners in the land, 
 

  

13 Wandering from nation to nation * 

    and from one kingdom to another, 
 

  

14 He let no one oppress them * 

    and rebuked kings for their sake, 
 

  

15 Saying, "Do not touch my anointed * 

    and do my prophets no harm." 
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16 Then he called for a famine in the land * 

    and destroyed the supply of bread. 
 

  

17 He sent a man before them, * 

    Joseph, who was sold as a slave. 
 

  

18 They bruised his feet in fetters; * 

    his neck they put in an iron collar. 
 

  

19 Until his prediction came to pass, * 

    the word of the LORD tested him. 
 

  

20 The king sent and released him; * 

    the ruler of the peoples set him free. 
 

  

21 He set him as a master over his household, * 

    as a ruler over all his possessions, 
 

  

22 To instruct his princes according to his will * 

    and to teach his elders wisdom.

The Lesson 

Officiant  A Reading from the Letter of Paul to the Romans 

Chapter 5 verses 1 through 11 

 

5 Therefore, since we are justified by faith, we[a] have peace with God through our Lord 

Jesus Christ. 2 Through him we have obtained access[b] to this grace in which we stand, 

and we[c] rejoice in our hope of sharing the glory of God. 3 More than that, we[d] rejoice in 

our sufferings, knowing that suffering produces endurance, 4 and endurance produces 

character, and character produces hope, 5 and hope does not disappoint us, because God’s 

love has been poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit which has been given to us. 

6 While we were still weak, at the right time Christ died for the ungodly. 7 Why, one will 

hardly die for a righteous man—though perhaps for a good man one will dare even to 

die. 8 But God shows his love for us in that while we were yet sinners Christ died for

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us. 9 Since, therefore, we are now justified by his blood, much more shall we be saved by 

him from the wrath of God. 10 For if while we were enemies we were reconciled to God 

by the death of his Son, much more, now that we are reconciled, shall we be saved by his 

life. 11 Not only so, but we also rejoice in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through 

whom we have now received our reconciliation.
