In his hand are all the corners of the earth, * 
    and the strength of the hills is his also.

14 A craving seized them in the wilderness, * 
    and they put God to the test in the desert. 
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15 He gave them what they asked, * 

    but sent leanness into their soul.  
  

16 They envied Moses in the camp, * 
    and Aaron, the holy one of the LORD.  
  

17 The earth opened and swallowed Dathan * 
    and covered the company of Abiram.  
  

18 Fire blazed up against their company, * 
    and flames devoured the wicked.

The Lesson 
Officiant A Reading from the Letter of Paul to the Romans 

Chapter 6 verses 12 through 23 
 
12 Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal bodies, to make you obey their 
passions. 13 Do not yield your members to sin as instruments of wickedness, but yield 
yourselves to God as men who have been brought from death to life, and your members 
to God as instruments of righteousness. 14 For sin will have no dominion over you, since 
you are not under law but under grace. 

15 What then? Are we to sin because we are not under law but under grace? By no 
means! 16 Do you not know that if you yield yourselves to any one as obedient slaves, you 
are slaves of the one whom you obey, either of sin, which leads to death, or of obedience, 
which leads to righteousness? 17 But thanks be to God, that you who were once slaves of 
sin have become obedient from the heart to the standard of teaching to which you were 
committed, 18 and, having been set free from sin, have become slaves of 
righteousness. 19 I am speaking in human terms, because of your natural limitations. For 
just as you once yielded your members to impurity and to greater and greater iniquity, so 
now yield your members to righteousness for sanctification. 

20 When you were slaves of sin, you were free in regard to righteousness. 21 But then what 
return did you get from the things of which you are now ashamed? The end of those 
things is death. 22 But now that you have been set free from sin and have become slaves 
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of God, the return you get is sanctification and its end, eternal life. 23 For the wages of sin 
is death, but the free gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.
